OTHER POLICY 
ACTIONS AND 
SOLUTIONS

Å Expand programs that work, such as 
group prenatal care.

Å Ensure that women have access to 
public health insurance programs.

Å Expand Medicaid to cover individuals 
with incomes up to 138 percent of the 
federal poverty level. 

Å Make sure all women have Medicaid 
coverage for at least one year 
postpartum.

Å Establish and fund Maternal Mortality 
Review Committees nationwide.

Å Increase support for state-based 
Perinatal Quality Collaboratives.
